Important events seem to come in
four-year cycles-US Presidential
elections, the World Cup Soccer

Tournament, and the TSCA (Toxic Sub-
stances Control Act) Chemical Invento-
ry Update. Maybe your local paper
doesn't coverTSCA as carefully as these
other quadrennial events, but as a chem-
ist, ifs worth your while to know more
about it And right now is the perfect
time to learn, because we're in the mid-
dle of the Inventory Update reporting
period, which runs from 25 August 1994
to 23 December 1994.

TSCA,enacted into law in 1976,is one
of the major laws that regulates the
chemical industry. It provides EPA with
the regulatory authority to gather infor-
mation on chemical risks and to assess
and manage them. As part of its TSCA
program, EPA reviews many new chem-
icals before they are manufactured.
(Certain chemical substances, including
pesticides, food, drugs, and cosmetics,
are regulated under other federal laws.)

One of TSCKs most important regu-
latory tools is the TSCA Inventory. The
inventory is a listing of more than 70,000
chemical substances distributed in com-
merce in the US. It provides an overall
picture of the chemicals used for com-
mercial purposes in our country. Ifyour
company manufactures chemicals, your
products and feedstocks are probably
listed on the inventory.

Once every four years, EPA uses the
TSCA Inventory to get a snapshot of
